NB – your model
hut should be no larger than 75cm (w) x 75cm (d)

· Send or email a short video, powerpoint or word presentation to Jane Martin by 30 April 2011 giving a brief outline of investigations carried out, evidence of liaison with your secondary school, plans for your model hut and evidence that the project was run as a Club activity.
