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How to build a land yacht
What you will need:

3 sheets of A4 card

4 milk bottle tops (for wheels)

Welding rod/wooden skewer (for axels)

Piece of material (for sail)

String (to attach sail)
How to make:

1) Construct the mast and keel for the yacht by drawing the following onto one of the sheets of card. Cut along solid line and fold along the dashed lines. Place glue along one of the edge tabs and fold up to make tube for mast and keel. Do the same for the transome (below) but make this 15cm long instead of 30cm.  



2) Next, make the webs by cutting the following from card. 


3) Assemble as shown above with glue, use bottle tops and skewers to create the axels for the wheels. Cut the sail from cloth to pattern shown overleaf.
