 The only criteria are that your model must be no 

larger than 75cm (w) x 75cm (d) and be stable 

enough to hold the weight of your Lego helicopter 

for at least one minute. 

The best Hydrocarbons in Action projects across Scotland will be invited to showcase and 
compete at the Celebration of Engineering and Science at the Glasgow Science Centre on 
Friday 8 June 2012.  It’s a great, action-packed day for over 50 clubs, with loads of hands-on 
activities and prizes!
