The Mission

them.

Mission Conditions

day. The completed registrations will be assessed by a panel of judges in early January with 
students being informed of the results within 24 hours of the selection panel.
 
All students that compete at the events will receive Mission Specialist certificates of 
merit and goodies, the winning students and runner-up team will each receive cash 
prizes and Mission Completion certificates. 
 
Students may bring an accompanying adult who will be invited to join in the fun 
and take part in various activities that help form the event. The accompanying adult 
need not be a teacher and can be a parent, family member, school governor etc, they 
must however be a responsible adult able to take care of the student(s) they are 
accompanying.
